The manufacture of medical devices
in Costa Rica grew by 54% in 2014,
with the volume of medical devices
exported increasing from USD $97.3

million to USD $149.9 million. h2 MILLION
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By improving connectivity, adopting
e-Freight initiatives and facilitating
cross-border trade Costa Rica has
developed a strong air cargo
industry.

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Case study: Vietnam
Export: Electronic Machinery

Vietnam is making its way up the
global value chain by exporting
electronic machinery.

Total exports in this sector
increased from USD $400 million
to USD $1.4 billion from 1996-2011.

Vietnam's success is due in part
to its ability to leverage the strong
network of international connec-
tions through its strong aviation
hubs, connecting international
airports with over 60,000 flights to
over 65 destinations.
